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Introduction

Archives are a universal way of recording history and preserving original historical documents. Because LGBT history is not likely to be passed down through parents and family members, as in many ethnic cultures, and might not be seen by archivists as important to document in collections, the LGBT community faces unique challenges to tracing its lineage. 

Even keeping an oral history has its challenges as many of our leaders were lost in the 90’s during the AIDS epidemic or were lost later to the disease. This wiped out an entire generation of activists who could have been great leaders of the movement and as the rest of our LGBT elders begin to age, our historical documents become the only way of passing down this information for future generations. 

Movies, documentaries, and books that depict the history of LGBT people most often pull from original doctrine that, unless preserved, may be tossed away as our LGBT activists get older and our institutional memories get shorter.

Preserving our College and University LGBT history is especially important so that it can be drawn upon by current and future students, researchers, and historians to speak about the LGBT movements across our campuses, thus across the nation. Because our incoming students may not have a historical LGBT narrative passed down to them, university and college LGBT history can become a thing of pride and empowerment.

Our Colleges and Universities also play a unique role in the communities that surround them, and our students, faculty, and staff often live in these communities. Thus the politics surrounding LGBT rights in our communities is often documented, affected, and influenced by our College/University community. Many faculty staff and students may have influenced local legislation, led rallies, written articles and gone on to do social justice work in their profession.

Uncovering these untold histories and heroes can help to celebrate LGBT alumni and thus see the importance of investment in LGBT support services for future students. Institutional LGBT history can entice incoming and current students to feel a part of the movement on their campus and take pride in their university, empowering them to pull upon this information for strength when seeing the struggles and gains of student and community members before them. This work can also connect alumni with current students, seeing what other LGBT alum have accomplished out in the world can inspire them to see a future for themselves they might not have otherwise pictured.

The Archiving Process:

Archives are a universal way of recording history and preserving original historical documents, which means that often archives can be found in your University Library, Science Library, and community library or possibly in your LGBT Center or similar service center. Though it may seem advantageous to keep your history on hand in the center for students to browse through, our centers are often unequipped to preserve these documents over time.

These documents can be originals or copies if you don’t have originals. Depending on how old the paper is, it might already be wearing. Even if you put it in a plastic document protector, it is still exposed to the chemicals in the plastic and surrounding environment. Archives can offer you acid free boxes and file folders in which to preserve these resources. Documents also last longer in cool environments, archives are temperature controlled for this exact reason and they also control access to the records so they can never be lost, taken or written on by those who view them.

As we move into an increasingly technological and paper free era document preservation becomes a different process and with that new sets of challenges. You can find many issues and points on this at the following website: http://chnm.gmu.edu/digitalhistory/preserving/1.php
In the case of media stored on computers; word documents, publisher, photos, excel, email accounts etc., it helps to have a physical copy of them besides the electronic copies for storage purposes., especially because over time formats and programs change and others become obsolete. For example, many archives from the 90’s contain floppy disks with files on them. However, floppy drives are almost completely unusable today and even if they could be opened. today’s operating systems may not be able to read them. Also over time digital media also deteriorates as described on the website above, but basically once it is corrupt or unreadable or those who know the passwords are no longer living, the history becomes lost.

In any case once you’ve decided to archive make sure you communicate with your archives to make sure they will agree to preserve your documents and the forms in which they think are good to use.

Choosing an Archive:

Choosing to archive is just as important as choosing the place to store your archives. As said previously, there are many different choices. Document preservation is usually a passion of the archives and the archivist. However, that is not to say that an archivist or an archive could not have a bias against the topic in question. Regardless of the topic, archives should be willing to receive any collection, but interview the archives just as they are interviewing your collection. Make sure that this is going to be a place that appreciates what you have to contribute and that others will be comfortable asking for access to the files. But do NOT assume that an archive will respond negatively, and don’t be afraid to make an appointment to speak to the archivist and really discuss this.

University or college library archives are usually going to be your best choice for preserving archives for easy access for students, if the information your archiving is most closely related to university history such as student activism, policy and center information. 

Occasionally you might have resources from the surrounding community. You can archive these with your collection especially because they’re something you had access during the time period. Even if similar documents are stored in other archives or under other collections, they are still important because they are part of your history. You might even have a local community group, or community member wanting to give you documents of local history. This is just as exciting and, as long as there’s no reason why you would not want to accept them, you can most likely donate them to the archive as well as a new collection.

There are usually also local archives in city or county libraries if your university or college does not have an archive or if they are opposed to receiving your collection for some reason. The tricky part is that this may be less accessible to your student population. But later we will show you some great ways to advertise your collection and its location as well as provide access to documents that are being preserved. 

Another way, depending on the historical relevance and access to other archive options, may be to donate to a LGBT Community Center, state, or national archive. Today there are 100’s of LGBT Community Centers located across the country. Depending on how funded they are, they may already have a working archive which could receive your collection. There are also State and National LGBT archive organizations. You will want to view their credentials and purpose to see if this is a good fit for your collection. Once you have decided where to donate your collection, you will meet with the archivist to fill out a form, usually called a note of gift. This usually says that you are gifting the following collection to the archives for their use and that they will be in charge of preserving it and allowing access. 

Note: If you are archiving sensitive information or confidential forms that you do not want viewed until after a certain date or after a person’s passing, you can arrange this with the archives. However all donations must eventually be completely accessible to those who wish to access it and the archives can only restrict use for those reasons.

Example:  Annual U.S. census data is only made available after 72 years, which is why you can only currently view census data up till 1930. 
Finding your history:

You may have an old stack of flyers and resources already lying around the center or in a closet or filing cabinet. But what about before your center existed? How did it come about?

Going through old university archives can be a fun summer project. Sometimes archives have already done a basic category tag when the documents came in. You can usually find these topic tags in their catalog, and looking there first can help you get started. However, LGBT issues historically may not have been a priority of the preserving process and many of the resources and connections may be hidden, especially because many of the ways LGBT people communicated were through symbols and certain language phrases.

Your detective skills will be well utilized here by going through old yearbooks and looking for those cues in old pictures. This might give you some names of the students in the pictures that you can use to look them up in the university register. Make sure you keep a log of what you were looking at, a description of what you found and the page number as you go. Old university or student organization catalogs for students may be able to provide you old mission statements or mentioning of student groups, perhaps even a name of one of the board members.

The search continues as you go through old student or university newspapers. Depending on how advanced your archive is, you might find that many of the older papers have been digitized, allowing for easy searching. If not, this can be a more tedious endeavor going page by page. Make sure you look at articles, advertisements and letters to the editor. If you have an image from the year book or an older flyer with a date on it, you may be able to cross reference with the newspaper knowing what year or even within a few days of something they might have covered.

These are just some places to start. You can also think of looking for clubs and groups that may have coalitioned or stood for LGBT issues like the women’s empowerment movement etc. For each university or college, the process of finding historical documents will be different.

Organizing Archives:

Depending on whether or not you are working in the archives on this project or somewhere else, you will need a pencil, an eraser, manila folders and acid free boxes (all of this should be able to be supplied to you from an archive). If your documents are not already organized into folders with labels on them, you’ll want to do so. Depending on how much you have, you can break labels down to years, semesters, quarters, or topics. Keeping some type of physical time line can be important to future browsers. Do not use pen, for easy erasing of mistakes and so you don’t accidentally permanently mark on an old document. Archives only allow pencils to be used by those who view collections. 

Develop a Finding Aid:

This is important if you have the time and you are not just donating your old documents to an archive and walking away. Archives are most often non-for profit and have small amounts of paid staff and archivists (usually only one). This means they may not have time to develop your collection so that it is easily searchable. The finding aid allows for this. A finding aid lists each box in the collection, each folder in each box and a brief description of the documents in each folder. This is used in the archives itself by those who search for it and who access it, but can also be turned into a PDF for link to your websites and availability in your center.

Continuing to add to your collection, providing access and advertisement:

Once you have established a title and a group of documents to donate to the archives, it becomes a collection, usually titled after the subject matter or the donator. However, history doesn’t just end: we are continuously making history every day. Consider making annual donations of the previous year’s documents.

Knowing these documents will be preserved, you may consider buying a stack of acid free paper to use when printing original documents you intend to preserve in the future.

As said previously, you can provide access to the PDF version of the finding aid of your collection online. Your archive should also be registered with the national archive registry, through which your collection could also be found. You may also want to write a press release about your collection and its donation to the archive you choose. Obviously, where you donate might influence media coverage, but you should be able to print at very least in your university newspaper if you donate it to your university archive. 

If you have some really fun buttons, posters, hats, or documents that you wish to display in your center, look up ways to preserve them. The University of California, Riverside LGBT Center received a donation of a collection of old buttons dating back to the 1980’s, and purchased a locked display case for the buttons that hangs on the wall in the center and is often a topic of conversation amongst the students but kept from interaction.

If you have specific documents or flyers you would like accessible to the students more readily, or even your entire collection, you may consider having the archives commission professionally bound copies of your documents made to keep in your center. Usually archives have done this in the past and have people they work with, but this can be an expensive route. If you do not have access to professional binding,  you may consider making copies yourself one by one and creating binders with plastic document protectors for student to thumb through. The University of California, San Diego LGBT Resource Center is a great example of this. Although they have a library in the center for student use, they chose to donate their archives to the National Archives and keep binders organized by year in their center for students, with copies of their collection.

This idea might be particularly advantageous if you are considering or have already donated your collection to a national archive or one that is far away for student travel.
