Directions: In your group, discuss how you might react to the situations below. Each group member should explain his/her/their response. There is no single right answer to these questions – instead, think about how you could respond to these situation in a way that would help make the Study Center an inclusive learning environment.
1) You are tutoring a student named Stephen, and, at the end of the appointment, Stephen mentions that he is excited about going with his boyfriend to the upcoming Evanescence concert that night. How would you respond Stephen’s comment?

2) You are tutoring two students together or facilitating a study group. One of the students, Alex, is androgynous looking, and you are not sure how Alex identifies in terms of gender. In the course of the tutoring session, you want to refer to Alex by a pronoun (he/she): 
“Alex’s answer is correct. ___ used the right formula.”  How do you decide which pronoun to use?


3) You have finished tutoring a student named Addie. As Addie is getting ready to go, she tells you that she is going shopping later with her brother Tyler, who (in her words) is “such a fag” because he likes going to the mall with her. How do you react to Addie’s use of the word “fag”?
